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Dr Lubow Jowa was born and raised in the New York City by parents who immigrated to
America after the Second World War. Her parents came from the Poltava region (cherkaska
oblast, Zolotonivsky raion) of Ukraine and were taken as forced labor into Ger many during the
occupation. From her youth, her parents were involved in Ukrainian hromada activities as
members of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church. She attended Ukrainian school in Yonkers, NY and
went to summer camp run by the Ukrainian Democratic Youth Association (ODUM). Later, she
attended the University of Rochester for her undergraduate degree, and received a master’s
degree from George Washington University in Biochemistry. She received her doctorate in
Toxicology from Rutgers University and the University of Medicine and Dentistry. Upon
graduation, she worked for the State of New Jersey in the Department of Environmental
Protection.

While in graduate school and in full time work, Dr. Jowa was an active member and an officer in
the American for Human Rights in Ukraine. She participated in actions to help Ukrainian Soviet
dissidents, lobby for the establishment of the Congressional Ukrainian Famine Commission and
other actions to help the Ukrainian hromada.

Currently Dr Jowa works for the California Environmental Protection Agency in Sacramento
doing human health risk assessment. In this capacity she specializes in protecting water quality
from chemical agents and other issues related to how chemicals affect human health.

With regard to the Ukrainian heritage club, she has been a long-standing member and club
officer before her election to the presidency. Her overall objective is to increase the club’s
influence in the community by attracting both new immigrants as well as established residents
and Americans friends to club activities.
